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The family Apidae (Hymenoptera) includes three
subfamilies: Apinae, Nomadinae and Xylocopinae
(Michener 2000). Along with other 19 tribes, the monotypic
tribe Bombini (bumble bees) is placed within Apinae, and
includes the social bees of the genus Bombus Latreille, and
the cleptoparasite species in the subgenus Psithyrus.
According to Williams (1998), the genus Bombus consists
of 239 species grouped in 39 subgenera.

The majority of these species are distributed in temperate
areas of North America and Eurasia. For the Neotropical
Region, 42 species have been recorded in a great variety of
habitats, ranging in altitude from sea level to about 4400 m
in the Andes. To date, only one cleptoparasite species, B.
(Psithyrus) variabilis Cresson, has been reported to occur
in the Neotropical Region (Mexico, Guatemala and Hondu-
ras) and only one exotic species, B. (Megabombus)
ruderatus Fabricius, has been reported from this region; it
was introduced from New Zealand into Chile for red clover
(Trifolium pratense) pollination, and from Chile migrated
into Argentina (Abrahamovich & Diaz 20014, b).

Bumble bees are large, robust, hairy bees, and are often
extraordinarily variable in their coloration patterns, being
the most common colors black, yellow, ferruginous and
white. They are morphologically uniform compared with
Euglossini (orchid bees) and especially to the Meliponini
(stingless bees). Few structures, in particular the male
genitalia and the female stings, possess informative variation
and are thus useful characters for species identification
(Michener 2000).

Bombus are important pollinators in natural and agricultural
ecosystems because they depend on pollen and nectar for
feeding. The diversity of plants visited shows that most

species are polylectic (Pouvreau 1984; Moure & Sakagami
1962; Abrahamovich & Diaz 2001b). The general aspects of
the ecology, the behavior and the sociobiology of these
insects have been studied in detail by Sladen (1912), Free &
Butler (1959), Michener (1974), Alford (1975), Heinrich
(1979), Morse (1982), Plowright & Laverty (1984), and in
particular the biology of the Neotropical Bombus has been
investigated, among others, by Dias (1958, 1960), Garéfalo
(1978), Gardfalo et al. (1986), Sakagami et al. (1967), Zucchi
(1973), Janzen (1971), Laroca (1972), Janvier (1955),
Montealegre (1927), Varela (1992a, b), Cameron et al. (1999)
and Ramirez & Cameron (in press).

A historical review on the supraspecific classifications of
bumble bees was detailed by Ito (1985). The most commonly
used key for subgeneric identification is that by Richards
(1968), and recently modified by Michener (2000) with
additions based on Williams (1991).

Few studies have been carried out on Bombus in Latin
America.. The mostimportant study is that by Franklin (1913)
with the first key to the species that occur in the Western
Hemisphere, but it contains taxonomic errors and insufficient
distributional data. In a later contribution, Frison (1925)
added new species and distributional data for the bumble
bees of Central and South America. The most recent revision
on the species of Western Hemisphere was published by
Milliron (1971, 1973a, b). The most important regional
studies, with keys and illustrations, are those by Moure &
Sakagami (1962), for Brazil and by Labougle (1990) for
Mexico and Central America. Lievano-Leon et al. (1994)
studied the Colombian species, but did not offer
distributional data. Abrahamovich & Diaz (2001a) provided
new information on geographic range of the species from
Argentina.
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Studies on phenetic and cladistic relationships among
bumble bees have been made by Ito (1985), Ito & Sakagami
(1985) and Williams (1985, 1995).

The list of species of Neotropical Bombus and their respec-
tive synonyms is very large and was presented by Moure
& Sakagami (1962), Milliron (1971, 1973a,b), Labougle (1990)
and Williams (1998).

(Psithyrus) variabilis Cresson (México, Guatemala y Hon-
duras) y una especie exética, B. (Megabombus) ruderatus
Fabricius; ésta ultima fue introducida en Chile desde Nue-
va Zelanda para polinizar el trébol rojo (Trifolium
pratense) y desde Chile ingresd en Argentina
(Abrahamovich & Diaz 2001).

Las abejas Bombini son grandes, robustas, pilosas y a
menudo extraordinariamente variadas en el patron de co-
loracion de su pubescencia. Los colores mas comunes de
estas abejas son negro, amarillo, ferruginoso y blanco.
Son morfolégicamente homogéneas comparadas con los
Euglossini (abejas de las orquideas) y especialmente con
los Meliponini (abejas sin aguijon). Pocas estructuras,
tales como la genitalia del macho y el aguijén de la hem-
bra, presentan suficiente variacion para ser usadas como
caracteres diagnosticos en la identificacién de las espe-
cies (Michener 2000).
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Los Bombus son importantes polinizadores en ecosistemas
naturales y agricolas, porque dependen del polen y del
néctar para su alimentacion. La diversidad de plantas
visitadas muestran que la mayoria de las especies son
polilécticas (Pouvreau 1984; Moure & Sakagami 1962;
Abrahamovich & Diaz 2001b). Aspectos generales de la

Varela (1992a, b), Cameron et al. (1999) y Ramirez &
Cameron (en prensa).

Una revision historica sobre las clasificaciones
supraespecificas de Bombus fue proporcionada por Ito
(1985). La clave mas cominmente empleada para la iden-
tificacion de los subgéneros de estas abejas fue publicada
por Richards (1968), y recientemente modificada por
Michener (2000) con adiciones basadas en Williams
(1991).

Pocos estudios han sido realizados sobre los Bombus al
Sur de los Estados Unidos. El mas importante y extenso es
el de Franklin (1913), con la primer clave para las espe-
cies de este género presentes en el Hemisferio Occidental
pero éste presenta errores taxonomicos e insuficientes
datos de distribucion. En una contribucién posterior,
Frison (1925) adicion6 nuevas especies y datos de distri-
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bucion para los Bombus de América Central y América
del Sur. La revisién méas reciente sobre las especies del
Hemisferio Occidental fue publicada por Milliron (1971,
1973 a, b). Los estudios regionales mas importantes, con
claves e ilustraciones, son los publicados por Moure &
Sakagami (1962), sobre las especies de Brasil y Labougle
(1990) sobre las especies de México y América Central.
Lievano-Leon et al. 1994 estudiaron las especies colom-
bianas, pero no ofrecen datos de distribucion.
Abrahamovich & Diaz (2001a) proveen nueva informa-
cién sobre la distribucion de las especies presentes en
Argentina.

Estudios sobre las relaciones fenéticas y cladisticas entre
los Bombus han sido realizados por Ito (1985), Ito &
Sakagami (1985) y Williams (1985, 1995).

Los himenopteros son uno de los 6rdenes de insec-
tos mas comunes e importantes para el hombre. Ademas de
las conocidas abejas, avispas y hormigas, el orden com-
prende un vasto nimero de especies parasitoideas, de gran
importancia en la regulacion de las poblaciones de otros
artropodos (Godfray 1994).

Dentro de los muchos grupos de microhimenépteros
parasitoideos, uno de los mas interesantes es el de las avis-
pas de la superfamilia Platygastroidea. En general estas
avispas son pequefias (la mayoria de especies miden me-
nos de dos mm de longitud), y, al igual que muchos otros
microhimenopteros, las alas anteriores y posteriores pre-
sentan la venacion reducida. Los siguientes son atributos
propuestos para la superfamilia: la antena se inserta cerca
de la margen superior del clipeo; el ala anterior con la vena
costal abierta o no definida; en vista lateral el tergo y el
esterno del primer segmento metasomal no estan adheridos
al metasoma; el metasoma carece de espiraculos; la clava
de la antena en la hembra posee 1 6 2 sensilas basiconicas;
el séptimo segmento metasomal puede estar reducido o
ausente y ademas el ovipositor es interno, encerrado en un
tubo de tejido suave (Masner 1995).

La mayoria de los Platygastroidea son parasitoideos solita-
rios de huevos de artropodos, pero algunos parasitan esta-
dios tempranos de la larva. Todas las especies son
endoparasitoideas idiobiontes, desarrollandose completa-
mente dentro del huevo del hospedero. Atacan huevos de
chinches (Heteroptera), mariposas y polillas (Lepidoptera),
otras avispas (Hymenoptera), moscas (Diptera), escaraba-
jos (Coleoptera), pulgones (Homoptera) y algunas arafias
(Araneae). Algunas especies se han empleado satisfacto-
riamente en proyectos de control bioldgico (Masner 1993).

Platygastroidea es una de aquellas superfamilias ricas en
especies, pero pobremente estudiadas, actualmente com-
prende las familias Scelionidae y Platygastridae (Masner
1993). Anteriormente estas familias hacian parte de
Proctotrupoidea, un grupo muy heterogéneo y probable-
mente parafilético o polifilético (Masner 1995). Aunque
Platygastroidea es un grupo monofilético (Masner 1993),
las relaciones filogenéticas internas no estan claras y pro-
bablemente Scelionidae sea parafilético con respecto a
Platygastridae (Austin & Field 1997).

Familia Scelionidae

La mayoria de las avispas Scelionidae son pequefias, entre
1.0y 2.5 mm de longitud (algunas varian entre los 0.5 a 10
mm) y la coloracidn usualmente es marrén con negro o el
mesosoma rojo o anaranjado brillante y con el metasoma
marron. Los selidnidos se distinguen por poseer en el ala
anterior una vena submarginal que usualmente alcanza el
margen anterior del ala y se continlia como vena marginal,
luego diverge abruptamente y forma la vena estigmal; la
vena postmarginal generalmente esta presente (Masner
1995).

La familia se divide en tres subfamilias: Scelioninae,
Teleasinae y Telenominae (Masner 1976, 1980) y 168 gé-
neros (Johnson 1992) con alrededor de 3000 especies
para el Mundo (Masner 1993). Se han descrito 57 géne-
ros y 342 especies para la Region Neotropical.

Scelionidae parasita huevos de artrépodos. Todas las
especies son endoparasitoideas idiobiontes, desarro-
llandose completamente dentro del huevo del hospede-
ro. Atacan huevos de chinches (Heteroptera), maripo-
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sas y polillas (Lepidoptera), moscas (Diptera), grillos
(Orthoptera, Grylloptera), escarabajos (Coleoptera) y al-
gunas arafias (Araneae). La mayoria de selionidos son
parasitoideos solitarios, aunque algunos Telenominae
se desarrollan gregariamente; en un mismo hospedero
pueden completar su desarrollo, entre cinco a diez indi-
viduos. Los selionidos, particularmente Telenominae, se
han utilizado exitosamente en programas de control bio-
l6gico clésico, dirigido principalmente contra plagas de
Hemipteray Lepidoptera (Masner 1993, Godfray 1994,
Masner 1995).

Familia Platygastridae

Los adultos de Platygastridae son pequefios, como sus
hospederos. Los especimenes miden usualmente de 1.0 a
2.0 mm de longitud, rara vez alcanzan una longitud minima
de 0.7 mmy una longitud méaxima de 4 mmy la mayoria de
ellos son de coloracién negra. Platygastridae se caracteri-
za por presentar el ala anterior generalmente sin venacion,
pero si la vena submarginal estd presente, entonces ésta
vena nunca alcanza el margen anterior del ala; las venas
marginal, postmarginal y estigmal nunca estan presentes y
siempre el tergo Il del metasoma es mas largo y ancho que
los demés (Masner 1995).

En cuanto a su morfologia, habitos y preferencias por
hospederos las especies de Platygastridae son simila-
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res. Son endoparasitoideos solitarios de huevos de
Coleoptera, estadios larvarios de Coccoidea o
Aleyrodidae (“Homoptera”) y de Cecidomyiidae
(Diptera), y de ninfas de “Homoptera” (algunas plagas
importantes de la agricultura). La estrategia idiobionte
es la méas comuln, aunque hay muchas especies
cenobiontes parasitoideas de huevos de Cecidomyiidae.
Algunas especies son poliembridnicas (Masner 1993).

Se reconocen para Platygastridae dos subfamilias:
Sceliotrachelinae y Platygastrinae (Masner & Huggert
1989), 70 géneros y 1100 especies, contenidos en dos
subfamilias Sceliotrachelinae y Platygastrinae (Masner
1993, Vlug 1995). Para la Region Neotropical se citan 33
géneros y 78 especies.

Revisiones

Masner (1976) revisa los géneros de la familia Scelionidae
y ofrece claves para subfamilias y géneros del Mundo
(Masner 1976) y la Region Holartica (Masner 1980).
Johnson (1992) ofrece el catadlogo de las especies de
Proctotrupoideas.l. del mundo, incluyendo Scelionidae
y excluyendo Platygastridae.

Masner & Huggert (1989) revisan los géneros de

Checklist of the genera and species of the superfamily Platygastroidea
(Hymenoptera) from the Neotropical Region

-Ize Hymenoptera embrace one of the most common
and important insect orders for humans. Besides the well-
known bees, wasps and ants, the order comprises a vast
number of parasitoid species that are quite important in
the regulation of other arthropod’s populations (Godfray
1994).

Among the numerous groups of parasitoid
microhymenopterans, one of the most notable is the group
of the wasps that belong to the superfamily
Platygastroidea. In general, these wasps are small (most
of the species have less than two mm in length) and likewise
in many other species of microhymenopterans they show
reduced venation in the hind wing. The group could be
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distinguished by the antenna insertion near the upper
margin of the clypeus; anterior wings with the costal vein
open or not defined; in lateral view the tergites and
sternites of the first metasomal segment are not connected
to the metasoma; the metasoma lack spiracles; the
clavomeres in females have two basiconic sensilla; the
seventh metasomal segment could be absent or reduced
and the ovipositor is internal and enclosed in tube of soft
tissue (Masner 1995).

Most of the species of Platygastroidea are primarily
solitary parasitoids in eggs of arthropods, although some
parasitize early larval stages. All species are
endoparasitoids, having their complete development
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inside of the host’s egg. They usually attack true bug
(Heteroptera) eggs’, butterflies and moths (Lepidoptera),
other wasps (Hymenoptera), flies (Diptera), beetles
(Coleoptera), homopterans (Homoptera) and some spiders
(Araneae). Some species have been used successfully in
biological control projects (Masner 1993).

The superfamily Platygastroidea is a rich group in terms
of species numbers, nonetheless it has been poorly studied.
Currently the group comprises the families Scelionidae
and Platygastridae (Masner 1993). Formerly, these
families were part of the Proctotrupoidea, a heterogeneous
taxon and probably a paraphyletic or polyphyletic group
(Masner 1995). Although Platygastroidea seems to be
monophyletic (Masner 1993), the internal phylogenetic
relationships are not clearly defined and probably
Scelionidae is paraphyletic with respect to Platygastridae
(Austin & Field 1997).

Family Scelionidae

Most of the wasp species belonging to Scelionidae are
small, ranging in body length from 1.0 to 2.5 mm (some
species range from 0.5 to 10 mm). The coloration is usually
brown and black and sometimes the mesosoma is red or
bright orange while the metasoma is brown. The
Scelionidae can be distinguished by having in the fore
wing a submarginal vein that usually reaches the ante-
rior margin and continues as a marginal vein, then it divi-
des abruptly and becomes the stigmal vein; generally the
postmarginal vein is present (Masner 1995).

The family is divided into three subfamilies: Scelioninae,
Teleasinae and Telenominae (Masner 1976, 1980) and
contains 168 genera (Johnson 1992) and around 3000
especies worldwide (Masner 1993). There are currently
57 described genera and 342 species in the Neotropical
Region.

Scelionidae parasitizes eggs of arthropods. All species
are idibiont endoparasites, and develop completely inside
of the host’s egg. They attack eggs of true bugs
(Heteroptera), butterflies and moths (Lepidoptera), flies
(Diptera), crickets (Orthoptera, Grylloptera), beetles
(Coleoptera) and some spiders (Araneae). The majority of
Scelionidae are solitary parasitoids, however some species
of Telenominae develop gregariously; for instance in a
single host between five and ten individuals can develop
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completely. The Scelionidae, particularly the Telenominae,
have been used successfully in classic biological control
programs against hemipteran and lepidopteran plagues
(Masner 1993, Godfray 1994, Masner 1995).

Family Platygastridae

The adults of Platygastridae are small, as are their hosts.
Their size usually ranges from 1.0 to 2.0 mm in length,
although rarely they have minimum sizes of 0.7 mm and
maximum sizes of 4 mm. Most of the species are black and
are characterized by lacking wing venation, but if the
submarginal vein is present, it never reaches the anterior
margin of the wing; they lack the marginal, postmarginal
and stigmal wing veins and in all members of the group
the metasomal tergite 11 is longer and wider than the rest
of the tergites (Masner 1995).

The species of Platygastridae display slight variation with
respect to morphology, habitat and host preferences. They
are solitary endoparasitoids of coleopteran eggs, larval
stages of coccids or Aleyrodidae (“Homoptera™),
Cecidomyiidae (Diptera) and the nymphs of homopterans
(which include some agricultural plagues). The most
common developmental strategy in the group is the
idibiont, although there are many koinobionts that
parasitize eggs of Cecidomyiidae. Some species are
polyembrionic (Masner 1993).

Two subfamilies are recognized within this group:
Sceliotrachelinae and Platygastrinae (Masner & Huggert
1989) and together contain 70 genera and 1100 species
(Masner 1993, Vlug 1995). In the Neotropical Region there
are 33 genera and 78 species reported so far.

Revisions

Masner (1976) reviewed the genera of the family
Scelionidae and proposed keys to the subfamilies and
genera of the world (Masner 1976) and the Holartic
Region (Masner 1980). Johnson (1992) published the
catalogue of the species of the Proctotrupoidea s.lI. of
the world, including Scelionidae but not
Platygastridae.

Masner & Huggert (1989) reviewed the genera of

Platygastridae associated to the Inostemmatinae; Vlug
(1995) presented a catalogue for the family

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Introduction

The leathoppers or Cicadellidae (Homoptera:
Auchenorrhyncha: Cicadoidea) have sucking mouthparts,
three tarsal segments, forewings usually of uniform texture,
antennae usually short and bristle-like, and the beak arises
from the back of the head. The Cicadoidea contains five
families: Cicadidae (cicadas), Membracidae (trechoppers),
Cercopidae (spittlebugs), Aetalionidae (actalionid
treehoppers) and the Cicadellidae (leathoppers). The
Cicadellidae is the largest family of this group, and members
have the following diagnostic characters: two ocelli or none,
pronotum not extending over the abdomen, and hind tibia
with one or more rows of spines. The family Cicadellidae is
cosmopolitan in distribution, and members occur
everywhere plants (their hosts) can survive.

Biology

Leafhoppers (Cicadellidae) are a large group of insects that
are very important to Agriculture. Many species can be
abundant and can cause considerable damage to crops by
feeding directly on the plants or by being vectors of plant
pathogens (Nielson 1968). Many species emit honeydew,
much as aphids do, and other insects such as ants may
tend individuals for this unusual source of food.
Leafhoppers also are known to produce sound for
intraspecific communication (Ossiannilsson 1949), although
most sounds are quite weak and usually have to be amplified
to be heard. These sounds probably are used by leathoppers
for species recognition and sexual selection. Some species
have a broad range of food plants while others may be

quite host specific. In temperate high latitudes they usually
have a single generation per year, but in warmer climes
species generally have multiple generations per year. Most
species are sexual, but a few, typically from high elevations
or high latitudes, appear to be parthenogenetic (Oman 1949).

Systematics

There are approximately 22000 species of leathoppers
described for the entire world (McKamey 2002). The fauna
of the Neotropical Region is poorly known and although
approximately 5000 species are described, there are easily
5000 to 10000 undescribed species in the region, and perhaps
many more. There are 38 subfamilies in the family (Oman et
al. 1990, with updates by Godoy & Webb 1994; Dietrich &
Rakitov 2002) with 20 of these found in the Neotropical
Region. Information on the subfamilies and genera of the
world is found in Oman et al. 1990. The bibliography of the
leathopper literature up to 1955 can be found in the General
Catalogue of the Homoptera, Fascicle VI (Metcalf 1962-
1968), and from 1955 to 1985 in Oman et al. 1990. Here we
give full citations only for those genera described after 1985.

Synopsis and species lists

Host plant or food plant data are unknown for most species,
and because most of the species in the present list were
collected with Malaise traps this type of data is not included
in the tables. Interested readers are referred to two lists,
one for the Brazilian fauna (Zanol & Menezes 1982) and
another for the Nicaraguan fauna (Maes & Godoy 1993;
Freytag & Maes 1997; and Maes et al.1999) which will give

Introduccion

Los Cicadelidos o Cicadellidae (Homoptera:
Auchenorrhyncha: Cicadoidea) se caracterizan por po-
seer estructuras bucales para chupar, tres segmentos
tarsales, alas anteriores con textura uniforme, antenas
usualmente cortas y filamentosas, y el pico insertado en la
base de cabeza. La superfamilia Cicadoidea contiene cin-
co familias: Cicadidae (Chicharras), Membracidae
(Saltarines), Cercopidae (Loritos), Aetalionidae
(Saltarines Aetalionidos) y Cicadellidae (Chicharritas).
La familia Cicadellidae es la mas grande dentro del gru-
po v sus miembros se distingue por tener dos o ningun
ocelo, pronoto no extendido sobre el abdomen y tibia
posterior con una o mas filas de espinas. Cicadellidae
tiene una distribucion cosmopolita y sus miembros estin
presentes en cualquier lugar donde haya plantas presen-
tes (sus hospederos).

Biologia

Los cicadelidos (Cicadellidae) son un gran grupo con
especial importancia agricola. Muchas especies pueden
ser extremadamente abundantes y asi mismo causar da-
fios considerables en cultivos al alimentarse directamen-
te de las plantas o al ser vectores de patdgenos (Nielson
1968). Muchas especies secretan néctar, asi como los
afidos, y por lo tanto otros insectos tales como las hormi-
gas pueden alimentarse de ellos. Los Cicadelidos emiten
sonidos para comunicarse intraespecificamente
(Ossiannilsson 1949), sin embargo la mayoria de estos
sonidos son muy débiles y por lo tanto requieren ser am-
plificados para ser escuchados. Probablemente estos so-
nidos sean utilizados en reconocimiento de especies y se-
leccion sexual. Hay especies tanto generalistas como es-
pecialistas con respecto a las plantas hospederas. En zo-
nas temperadas, los Cicadelidos usualmente tienen una
sola generacion al afio pero en climas mas calidos tien-
den a tener varias generaciones por anio. La mayoria de
las especies se reproducen sexualmente, sin embargo al-
gunas parecen reproducirse por partenogénesis (Oman
1949).
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Sistemdtica

Aproximadamente 22000 especies de Cicadelidos han sido
descritos en el mundo entero (McKamey 2002). La fauna
del Neotrdpico ha sido poco estudiada y aunque se han
descrito unas 5000 especies, facilmente pueden haber entre
10000 y 15000 sin describir. La familia comprende 38
subfamilias (Oman et al. 1990, con actualizaciones de
Godoy & Webb 1994; Dietrich & Rakitov 2002) de las
cuales 20 estan presentes en la Region Neotropical. Infor-
macion general acerca de las subfamilias y géneros del
mundo se puede encontrar Oman et al. 1990. La literatura
hasta el aiio 1955 se puede encontrar en el catilogo ge-
neral de Homoptera, Fasciculo VI (Metcalf 1962-1968), y
desde 1955 hasta 1985 en Oman et al. 1990. En el presen-
te trabajo solo citamos bibliografia para aquellos géne-
ros descritos después de 1985.

Sinopsis y lista de especies

Las plantas hospederas son desconocidas para la ma-
yoria de las especies de Cicadelidos, y en cuanto a que
la mayoria de especies aqui incluidas fueron colecta-
das con trampas Malaise, no incluimos este tipo de
datos en las tablas. Los lectores interesados en el tema
pueden revisar dos listas, una de la fauna brasilera
(Zanol & Menezes 1982) y otra de la fauna nicara-
gliense (Maes & Godoy 1993, Freytag & Maes 1997, y
Maes etal.1999), las cuales tienen informacion de plan-
tas hospederas para muchas de las especies aqui in-
cluidas.

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La Planada es una reserva natural privaday un centro
de investigacidn biol6gica de gran importancia en Colom-
bia. Se localiza en la vertiente Pacifica de Los Andes colom-
bianos, Municipio de Ricaurte, departamento de Narifio,
cerca de lafrontera con el Ecuador, entre los 1500y 2100 m,
con la mayor parte de su area (3200 ha), localizada en una
altiplanicie a los 1850 m. La precipitacién promedio de la
region es de 4800 mm anuales, con un marcado periodo
seco entre los meses de julio y agosto; la temperatura pro-
medio es de 19° C con variaciones entre los 13 y 25° C
(An6nimo 1997). La vegetacion de la region corresponde a
lo que se conoce ampliamente como Bosque Nublado, pero
especificamente se cataloga como Bosque Pluvial
Premontano de acuerdo con la clasificacién de Holdridge
(1967), o Bosque Subandino siguiendo a van der Hammen
& Rangel-Ch (1997).

La Planada y las zonas adyacentes corresponden a uno
de los bosques nublados con mayor precipitacién en
Los Andes. Lo anterior es uno de los principales facto-
res que determina la gran cobertura y diversidad de
epifitas (Gentry 1991) fundamentales en la riqueza
floristica de la Reserva.

Este articulo corresponde a una segunda entrega sobre la
florade La Planaday que se inicio con la publicacion sobre
las Dicotiled6neas (Mendoza-C & Ramirez-P 2001). Ante-
cedentes sobre estudios floristicos en la Reserva se docu-
mentan en este trabajo previo. El presente articulo incluye
registros de 14 familias de Monocotiledéneas (de acuerdo
ala clasificacion propuesta por Cronquist 1988) y 23 fami-
lias de Pteridofitos (de acuerdo a la clasificacion seguida
por Moran & Riba 1995). En total se presentan registros de
312 especies, 191 de ellos corresponden a Monocotileddneas
y 120 a Pteriddfitos.

La mayoria de los registros del presente listado provienen de
colecciones realizadas en la altiplanicie de la Reserva entre
los 1800-1900 m de altitud. En esta area se encuentra vegeta-
cién de bosque maduro y bosque en avanzado estado de
regeneracion (mas de 15 afios). Adicionalmente se incluyen
registros de especies de una pequefia estacion experimental
de sistemas productivos a los 1500 m. En esta Gltima area
predominan los cultivos de cafia de azlcar (Saccharum
officinarum L.) y platano (Musa paradisiaca L.), y en menor
grado, bosque secundario y rastrojos a lo largo de caminos.

Los registros se recopilaron de colecciones depositadas en
los herbarios AFP, COL, CUVC, FMB, HUAY PSO en Co-
lombia; GH, MO, NY, SEL, UC, USen EE.UU.y QCNE en
Ecuador. Posteriormente se confrontaron con las bases de
datos y listas de especies de: International Plant Names
Index (http://www.ipni.org/index.html), W3TROPICQOS
(http://mobot.maobot.org/W3T/Search/vast.html), flora
vascular del Ecuador (Jérgensen & Leon- Yafies 1999);
Orchidaceae (Ortiz 1995), Bromeliaceae (Betancur &
Jaramillo, 1998), Arecaceae (Henderson et al. 1995), y
Pteridofitos (Murillo-P & Harper-U 1990).

El inventario de La Planada no ha llegado a término por lo
que el presente catalogo es preliminar y se complementara
con futuras publicaciones. En especial, se requiere comple-
mentar el inventario de la familia Orchidiaceae, pues de 300
especies que seglin Calaway Dodson y Jorge Orejuela cre-
cen en la Reserva y las zonas adyacentes (documento in-
édito, centro de documentacion RNPLP), sdlo de 40 de ellas
cuentan con colecciones de herbario como evidencia. Con-
siderando lo anterior, esperamos que este listado, junto con
el publicado anteriormente sobre Dicotiled6neas, sean una
herramienta importante para apoyar investigaciones en La
Planada y la continuacién de su inventario.
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L a Planada is a natural reserve and a private
biological research station of remarkable importance in
Colombia. It is located in the pacific slope of the
Colombian Andes, in the municipality of Ricaurte in the
Narifio department, near the border with Ecuador. Its
elevation ranges from 1500 to 2100 m, with most of its
area (3200ha) concentrated in a plateau located at 1850
m of elevation. The average annual rainfall is 4800 mm,
with an accentuated dry period in July-August. The mean
temperature is 19° C and ranges from 13 to 25° C (Anoni-
mo 1997). The vegetation of the region is the so-called
cloud forest, although according to Holdridge (1967)
belongs to the Premontane rainforest whereas according
to van der Hammen & Rangel-Ch (1997) belongs to
Subandean forest.

La Planada and the surrounding areas constitute one of
the cloud forests with the highest rainfall records in the
Andes. This, in fact, promotes both the density and diversity
of epiphytes (Gentry 1991) that are pivot aspects of the
floristic richness of the reserve.

This article is the second report of the flora from La
Planada, which we started with the publication of the
dycots present in the reserve (Mendoza-C & Ramirez-P
2001). Previous works on the flora of the reserve are
included in the above reference. In this work we report 14
plant families of monocots (according to the family
classification by Cronquist 1988) and 23 families of fern-
allies (according to the classification by Moran & Riba
1995). Overall, we report 312 species, of which 191 are
monocots and 120 are fern-allies.

Most of the records in the present list are based on

collections made in the 1850 m elevation plateau of the
reserve. In this zone, most of the forest is mature or is in an

advanced stage of regeneration (more that 15 years old).
Additionally, we included records of species collected in
a small experimental station of productive systems located
at 1500 m. In this station the predominant vegetation
belongs to cultivated plots of sugar cane (Saccharum
officinarum L.) and plantane (Musa paradisiaca L.), and
in less degree, secondary forests and shrubs along walking
paths.

The records were compiled from specimens deposited in
the following herbaria AFP, COL, CUVC, FMB, HUA and
PSO in Colombia; GH, MO, NY, SEL, UC, USin U.S; QCNE
in Ecuador. Subsequently, we coupled together these
records with the following databases: International Plant
Names Index (http://www.ipni.org/index.html), W? TRO-
PICOS (http://mobot.mobot.org/W3T/Search/vast.html),
vascular flora of Ecuador (Jérgensen & Leon- Yafies 1999);
Orchidaceae (Ortiz 1995), Bromeliaceae (Betancur &
Jaramillo, 1998), Arecaceae (Henderson et al. 1995) and
fern-allies (Murillo-P & Harper-U 1990).

The inventory of the plants from La Planada is not com-
plete yet, therefore this work is still preliminary. Eventually
it will be completed in subsequent publications. According
to Calaway Dodson and Jorge Orejuela near the reserve
there are around 300 of orchid species, but regretably, of
these only 40 are represented in herbaria collections.
Moreover, genera such as Pleurothallis and Stelis, which
are widely diversified in the reserve and the surrounding
areas, have no taxonomic revisions to date.

We hope, though, that this catalogue, along with the
previously published on the dycots of the reserve, become
an important tool to support future investigations of La
Planada and the ajacent regions.
